These ears of oat-grass were plucked on the Sabbath day
in 1995, on the Mount of Olives facing Jerusalem east...
They were growing in the wild, on the desolate graves of
pilgrims. Matthew 12.1; 24.3; and Zech.14.4; were read
and quoted, with a full view of the Holy City below.”These
all died in faith, not having received the promises, but
having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them
and embraced them, and confessed (as the patriarchs)
that they were strangers and pilgrims on earth.” Hebr.11;
The yet unfulfilled prophecy of Zechariah "embraces
ye that dwell in dust until that day.” (Isa 26.19.)

”And His feet shall stand in that day upon
the Mount of Olives, which is before

Jerusalem on the east...”
Zech.14.4.

The apostles learned at the same place, that the fulfill-
ment of this prophecy is still- yet to come. Acts. 1.9-12.

“But the end of all things is at hand...”
1Pet. 4.7; and 2 Pet. 3.2 —18.

My visit to the Mount of Olives, in 1995, became the
onset of a fourteen years scriptural journey, quided by
the prophecies, accounting for a year by year amount of
4000 years, from the days of creation to the resurrection
of Jesus Christ in AD 33, leaving our generation less than
three decades ( 2011 - 2036) from the fulfillment of the
predicted 6000 years and the end of time.
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The Danish bookmarked in this special field of Christian
literature, translated into Danish is limited, because of
the comparable small population of Denmark to the
English book world. With those readers in mind, I have
over the years read, and made an abrigded translation of
twenty-five works, mainly from the publishers mentioned
above, without knowing, how to offer my translations for
public reading. EDP- has now made a www distribution
possible, - ”with a click- of your finger.”

In 2003, I made the author and the publisher of the book,
The Principality and Power of Europe, an unexpected
offer of an abrigded translation. But it seemed at the
time, as the book had been on the English bookmarked
for several years, it had become “out of date.” It is still on
my list, even if some of it has become history, or perhaps
especially for this reason, yet so much more, worthwhile
reading.

It is my sincere
wish that the books even by this introduction, may reach
new readers of the original versions, and promote later
